Project Requests
The University of Texas at Brownsville (UTB) is already operating the International Trading Center (ITC) successfully and is growing trade levels.  This project will provide students with real world skills and recognized certification to immediately become employed in global enterprises, start their own business or be hired by a government agency. ITC will generate $100M of trade in five years; this represents 2,000 jobs using the DOD formula of $50,000 of contract awards equal one job equivalent.  Project will further establish the regions reputation as a hub for international business, finance and logistics and build a strong presence for trade with Mexico, Central America and South America This region has a strong strategic advantage because of border location, but in order to maximize the impact a critical mass and concentration of experienced international business experts is needed to facilitate the regions strategic focus.
